California requires hunter education training for those who have never held a California hunting license,
who do not have a hunter education certificate, or who do not have a hunting license from another
state or province issued within the past two years. Students may choose between two class format
options: 1) Traditional Course and 2) Online Course with Follow-up Class. Classes are offered throughout
the State by more than 1,000 certified volunteer instructors, all dedicated to keeping hunting safe,
ethical, and available to all Californians.

Traditional Hunter Education Course — Option 1
